You will need a Model B BBC
Microcomputer with disc interface, a
version 1.2 machine operating system, a
colour or monochrome monitor or
television set, a dual, 80 track disc drive,
a suitable printer and connecting lead. If
necessary, the version 1.2 MOS will be
fitted to the BBC Microcomputer, free of
charge, when the Z80 Second Processor
is purchased.

Each purchaser will receive a set of user
guides, an additional ROM for the BBC
Microcomputer, and instructions on how
to fit it. This ROM will also update the
existing disc filing system and Econet®
filing system. Your local dealer will fit the
ROM if required.
